It is important that you use the 
IRS Data Retrieval Tool to transfer your 2019 Tax information into your FAFSA. Students who are undocumented 
AB540 students can complete the 2021-2022 California Dream Act Application at https://dream.csac.ca.gov/ and will 
need to provide 2019 tax information.
